ETERNAL(No beginning) > CHRIST(The Person) 
 

Romans 1:3 concerning His Son Jesus Christ our 

Lord, who was born of the seed of David according 

to the flesh, 

BIRTH (beginning) > His Son(The Person by the 
Divine Nature) + according to the flesh 

John 8:58 Jesus said to them, “Most assuredly, I 

say to you, before Abraham was, I AM.” 

WITHOUT AGE > Jesus(The Person by the human) 

Luke 3:23 Now Jesus Himself began His ministry at 

about thirty years of age, being (as was supposed) 

the son of Joseph, the son of Heli,  

AGE > Jesus(The Person by the human) 

John 1:14, And the Word became flesh and dwelt 

among us, and we beheld His glory, the glory as 

of the only begotten of the Father, full of grace 

and truth. 

ONLY BEGOTTEN OF THE FATHER > Word 
John 1:18 No one has seen God at any time. The 

only begotten Son, who is in the bosom of the 

Father, He has declared Him.  

ETERNALLY WITH FATHER > Son 
 

Romans 8:32 He who did not spare His own Son, 

but delivered Him up for us all, how shall He not 

with Him also freely give us all things? 

 

Galatians 4:4 But when the fullness of the time had 

come, God sent forth His Son, born of a woman, 

born under the law, 
BORN OF A WOMAN > His Son(The person by the 
Divine Nature) 
Luke 1:35 And the angel answered and said to her, 

“The Holy Spirit will come upon you, and the power 

of the Highest will overshadow you; therefore, also, 

that Holy One who is to be born will be called the 

Son of God.  

BORN > Holy One (the person by the Divine Nature) 
Luke 2:7 And she brought forth her firstborn Son, 
and wrapped Him in swaddling cloths, and laid Him 
in a manger, because there was no room for them in 
the inn. 

BORN > her…Son (The person by the human) 
John 21:17 He said to him the third time, “Simon, 

son of Jonah, do you love Me?” Peter was grieved 

because He said to him the third time, “Do you 

love Me?” And he said to Him, “Lord, You know 

all things; You know that I love You.” Jesus said 

to him, “Feed My sheep.  

OMNISCIENT > Lord(person) 
 
John 2:23-25 Now when He was in Jerusalem at 

the Passover, during the feast, many believed in 

His name when they saw the signs which He did. 

24But Jesus did not commit Himself to them, 

because He knew all men, 25and had no need 

that anyone should testify of man, for He knew 

what was in man. 

KNEW ALL THINGS > Jesus(person by human) 

Luke 2:52 And Jesus increased in wisdom and 

stature, and in favor with God and men. 

INCREASE > Jesus(The person by the human) 

 

Mark 13:32 “But of that day and hour no one 

knows, not even the angels in heaven, nor the 

Son, but only the Father.  

DOES NOT KNOW > Son(The person by the divine) 

  



Matthew 28:18 And Jesus came and spoke to 

them, saying, “All authority has been given to 

Me in heaven and on earth.  

OMNIPOTENT > Jesus(person by human) 
 
Mark 4:39 Then He arose and rebuked the wind, 

and said to the sea, “Peace, be still!” And the 

wind ceased and there was a great calm.  

OMNIPOTENT > Jesus(person by human) 
 
Daniel 7:14 Then to Him was given dominion 

and glory and a kingdom, That all peoples, 

nations, and languages should serve Him. His 

dominion is an everlasting dominion, Which shall 

not pass away, And His kingdom the one Which 

shall not be destroyed. 

OMNIPOTENT > son of man(person by human) 

John 18:12 Then the detachment of troops and the 

captain and the officers of the Jews arrested Jesus 

and bound Him.  

LIMITED > Jesus(person by human) 
 

1 John 1:2 the life was manifested, and we have 

seen, and bear witness, and declare to you that 

eternal life which was with the Father and was 

manifested to us—  
LIFE > The person by the human(v.1) 
 
John 10:18 “No one takes it from Me, but I lay it 

down of Myself. I have power to lay it down, and 

I have power to take it again. This command I 

have received from My Father.”  
LIFE > Jesus(person by the human) 
 
John 5:26 “For as the Father has life in Himself, 

so He has granted the Son to have life in 

Himself,  
LIFE > The Son(person by the divine) 

Matthew 16:21 From that time Jesus began to show 

to His disciples that He must go to Jerusalem, and 

suffer many things from the elders and chief priests 

and scribes, and be killed, and be raised the third 

day.  

SUFFER, DIE, RISE > Jesus(person by human) 
 
1 Corinthians 2:8 which none of the rulers of this 

age knew; for had they known, they would not have 

crucified the Lord of glory.  

CRUCIFIED > Lord of glory(person by divine) 
 
Acts 3:15 “and killed the Prince of life, whom God 

raised from the dead, of which we are witnesses.  

KILLED > The Prince of Life(person by divine) 
 
1 Peter 3:18 For Christ also suffered once for sins, 

the just for the unjust, that He might bring us to God, 

being put to death in the flesh but made alive by the 

Spirit, 

 

1 Peter 4:1 Therefore, since Christ suffered for us in 

the flesh, arm yourselves also with the same mind, 

for he who has suffered in the flesh has ceased

age but also in that which is to come. 22And He 

put all things under His feet, and gave Him to be 

head over all things to the church, 23which is His 

body, the fullness of Him who fills all in all.  

OMNIPRESENCE > Christ(person) 

 
Ephesians 4:10 He who descended is also the 

One who ascended far above all the heavens, that 

He might fill all things.)  

OMNIPRESENCE > Christ(person) 

John 11:6 So, when He heard that he was sick, He 

stayed two more days in the place where He was.  

LIMITED PRESENCE > Jesus(person by human) 
 

John 11:14-15 Then Jesus said to them plainly, 

“Lazarus is dead. 15“And I am glad for your sakes 

that I was not there, that you may believe. 

Nevertheless let us go to him.”  

LIMITED PRESENCE > Jesus(person by human) 
 

John 11:21Then Martha said to Jesus, “Lord, if You 

had been here, my brother would not have died. 

LIMITED PRESENCE > Jesus(person by human) 

 

“Whatever Christ received in time He received according to His human nature(at the 

incarnation), not according to the divine nature(eternal generation).”  

What about a fourth genus?  Formula of Concord, Ep. VIII, 39] 20. When it is taught, and the 

passage Matt. 28, 18: All power is given unto Me, etc., is thus interpreted and blasphemously 

perverted, namely, that all power in heaven and on earth was restored, that is, delivered again to 

Christ according to the divine nature, at the resurrection and His ascension to heaven, as though 

He had also according to His divinity laid this aside and abandoned it in His state of humiliation. 

By this doctrine not only the words of the testament of Christ are perverted, but also the way is 

prepared for the accursed Arian heresy, so that finally the eternal deity of Christ is denied, and 

thus Christ, and with Him our salvation, are entirely lost if this false doctrine were not firmly 

contradicted from the immovable foundation of the divine Word and our simple Christian 

[catholic] faith.
