23‘In that day,’ says the Lord of hosts, ‘| will take you, Zerubbabel My servant, the son
of Shealtiel,” says the Lord, ‘and will make you like a signet ring; for | have chosen you,’
says the Lord of hosts.”

7So | fed the flock for slaughter, in particular the poor of the flock. | took for
myself two staffs: the one | called Beauty, and the other | called Bonds; and | fed the
flock. 81 dismissed the three shepherds in one month. My soul loathed them, and their
soul also abhorred me. 9Then | said, “I will not feed you. Let what is dying die, and what
is perishing perish. Let those that are left eat each other’s flesh.” 10And | took my
staff, Beauty, and cut it in two, that | might break the covenant which | had made
with all the peoples. 11So it was broken on that day. Thus the poor of the flock,
who were watching me, knew that it was the word of the Lord. 12Then | said to
them, “If it is agreeable to you, give me my wages; and if not, refrain.” So they
weighed out for my wages thirty pieces of silver. 13And the Lord said to me,
“Throw it to the potter”—that princely price they set on me. So | took the thirty
pieces of silver and threw them into the house of the Lord for the potter. 14Then |
cut in two my other staff, Bonds, that | might break the brotherhood between
Judah and Israel.

5 ...Asyou fled from the earthquake In the days of Uzziah king of Judah.
Thus the LorD my God will come, And all the saints with You.
6 It shall come to pass in that day That there will be no light;

And the Lord, whom you seek, Will suddenly come to His temple,
Even the Messenger of the covenant, In whom you delight. Behold, He is
coming,” Says the LORD of hosts.

“But who can endure the day of His coming?

And who can stand when He appears?

For He is like a refiner’s fire

And like launderer’s soap.

He will sit as a refiner and a purifier of silver;

He will purify the sons of Levi,

And purge them as gold and silver,

That they may offer to the LORD

An offering in righteousness....

“For | am the LoRD, | do not change;

Therefore you are not consumed, O sons of Jacob....

Then those who feared the LORD spoke to one another,

And the LoRD listened and heard them;

So a book of remembrance was written before Him

For those who fear the LORD

And who meditate on His name.

“They shall be Mine,” says the LORD of hosts,

“On the day that | make them My jewels.

And | will spare them

As a man spares his own son who serves him.”

Then you shall again discern

Between the righteous and the wicked,

Between one who serves God

And one who does not serve Him.

“For behold, the day is coming,

Burning like an oven,

And all the proud, yes, all who do wickedly will be stubble.

And the day which is coming shall burn them up,” ....

Behold, | will send you Elijah the prophet
