#43 If God Promised to Forgive Through the 

Picking Up of a Straw… 

In summary, if God were to bid you to pick up a 

straw or to pluck out a feather with the command, order, and promise 

that thereby you would have forgiveness of all sin, grace, and eternal 

life, should you not accept this joyfully and gratefully, and cherish, 

praise, prize, and esteem that straw and that feather as a higher and 

holier possession than heaven and earth? No matter how 

insignificant the straw and the feather may be, you would 

nonetheless acquire through them something more valuable than 

heaven and earth, indeed, than all the angels, are able to bestow on 

you. Why then are we such disgraceful people that we do not regard 

the water of baptism, the bread and wine, that is, Christ’s body and 

blood, the spoken word, and the laying on of man’s hands for the 

forgiveness of sin as such holy possessions, as we would the straw 

and feather, though in the former, as we hear and know, God himself 

wishes to be effective and wants them to be his water, word, hand, 

bread, and wine, by means of which he wishes to sanctify and save 

you in Christ, who acquired this for us and who gave us the Holy 

Spirit from the Father for this work?
