#25 Art. IV “Justification” of the Apology of 

the Augsburg Confession. 
We are justified by faith in Christ.  

In order that no one may think we are speaking of a 

mere knowledge of the history of Christ, we must state, in the first place, in 

what manner the heart begins to believe, and how it attains faith. 

Afterwards we shall show, that this faith justifies before God, and how this 

is to be understood; and we shall endeavor, properly, clearly and fully to 

refute the arguments of our adversaries. Christ, Luke 24:47, commands the 

preaching of repentance and remission of sins. The Gospel* also charges all 

men with being born in sin, and being worthy of eternal wrath and death, 

and offers them remission of sin and righteousness through Christ, which 

are received through faith.  (Henkel Translation, p. 168-169, * Here the 

word Gospel—like the first four books of the New Testament—includes 

both doctrines of Law-repentance and Gospel-remission of sin). 

 

 

In today’s text Jesus has arrived in Bethany on 

the Friday afternoon before Palm Sunday.  He 

spent the Sabbath with Mary and Martha and 

Lazarus from 6 PM Friday until 6 PM Saturday.  

Saturday evening at the main Seder meal, Jesus was the guest of 

honor at the house of Simon the leper.  The Holy Gospel records that 

the crowds who were gathering in Jerusalem for the upcoming 

Passover, would often make the short two-mile trek to Jerusalem or 

perhaps they stopped in Bethany on their way to Jerusalem to see 

Jesus and Lazarus.  Lazarus evidently was both a walking witness of 

Jesus’ power and a preacher of Jesus’ righteousness.  It says, “on 

account of him many of the Jews were going away and believing in 

Jesus.”   

 

The Lord's Supper is being celebrated today.  

Please note that our practice of closed 

communion with those who are in fellowship 

with us—members of congregations of the 

ELDoNA—is not meant to offend, but is the historic practice of the 

Church. It is prompted by love, both for God's Word and for God's 

people.  It does not deny that members of other denominations may be 

Christians.  Rather, it bows the knee to the Bible's deep concern for 

doctrinal truth (Rom. 16:17) and the Bible's witness that doctrinal 

unity (Acts 2:42) is the central issue to the common reception of the 

Sacrament of the Altar.  Therefore, we ask GUESTS desiring to 

commune to speak with the pastor before the service so that he may 

know that you are a member of a congregation in fellowship with 

Trinity Lutheran Church.

impart Thy saving health to us by the preaching of 

the Cross, the Word of Truth. 

As Thou hast brought us to the beginning of 

another Lenten Season and we are about to meditate 

on the solemn mysteries of Thy holy Passion, we 

beseech Thee, by Thy Holy Spirit enlighten our 

understanding, and direct our will, that we may hear 

the story of Thy sufferings and death with our 

minds disengaged from all worldly distractions and 

bent solely upon contemplating in devout reverence 

and for our own salvation the wonders of Thy love, 

which even the angels desire to look into. Enable us 

to realize both the enormity and the bitterness of our 

sins, for which Thou wast wounded, that we may 

repent of them, and the unfathomable depths of Thy 

grace, which, where sin abounded, doth much more 

abound, that we may be comforted.

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 Isaiah 50:5-10 
5 The Lord GOD has opened My ear; And I was not rebellious, Nor did I turn away.  
6 I gave My back to those who struck Me, And My cheeks to those who plucked out 

the beard; I did not hide My face from shame and spitting.  7 “For the Lord GOD will 

help Me; Therefore I will not be disgraced; Therefore I have set My face like a flint, 

And I know that I will not be ashamed.  8 He is near who justifies Me; Who will 

contend with Me? Let us stand together. Who is My adversary? Let him come near 

Me.  9 Surely the Lord GOD will help Me; Who is he who will condemn Me? Indeed 

they will all grow old like a garment; The moth will eat them up.  10 “Who among 

you fears the LORD? Who obeys the voice of His Servant? Who walks in darkness 

And has no light? Let him trust in the name of the LORD And rely upon his God.

St. John 12:1-23, 24-42  
1Then, six days before the Passover, Jesus came to Bethany, where Lazarus was 

who had been dead, whom He had raised from the dead. 2There they made Him a 

supper; and Martha served, but Lazarus was one of those who sat at the table with 

Him. 3Then Mary took a pound of very costly oil of spikenard, anointed the feet of 

Jesus, and wiped His feet with her hair. And the house was filled with the fragrance 

of the oil. 4Then one of His disciples, Judas Iscariot, Simon’s son, who would betray 

Him, said, 5“Why was this fragrant oil not sold for three hundred denarii and given to 

the poor?” 6This he said, not that he cared for the poor, but because he was a thief, 

and had the money box; and he used to take what was put in it. 7But Jesus said, “Let 

her alone; she has kept this for the day of My burial. 8“For the poor you have with 

you always, but Me you do not have always.” 
9Now a great many of the Jews knew that He was there; and they came, not for 

Jesus’ sake only, but that they might also see Lazarus, whom He had raised from the 

dead. 10But the chief priests plotted to put Lazarus to death also, 11because on 

account of him many of the Jews went away and believed in Jesus. 
12The next day a great multitude that had come to the feast, when they heard that 

Jesus was coming to Jerusalem, 13took branches of palm trees and went out to meet 

Him, and cried out:  

“Hosanna! ‘Blessed is He who comes in the name of the LORD!’ The King of 

Israel!” 
14Then Jesus, when He had found a young donkey, sat on it; as it is written: 
15 “Fear not, daughter of Zion; Behold, your King is coming, Sitting on a 

donkey’s colt.” 
16His disciples did not understand these things at first; but when Jesus was 

glorified, then they remembered that these things were written about Him and that 

they had done these things to Him. 17Therefore the people, who were with Him when 

He called Lazarus out of his tomb and raised him from the dead, bore witness. 18For 

this reason the people also met Him, because they heard that He had done this sign. 
19The Pharisees therefore said among themselves, “You see that you are 

accomplishing nothing. Look, the world has gone after Him!” 
20Now there were certain Greeks among those who came up to worship at the feast. 
21Then they came to Philip, who was from Bethsaida of Galilee, and asked him, 

saying, “Sir, we wish to see Jesus.” 22Philip came and told Andrew, and in turn 

Andrew and Philip told Jesus. 23But Jesus answered them, saying, “The hour has 

come that the Son of Man should be glorified. 
24“Most assuredly, I say to you, unless a grain of wheat falls into the ground and 

dies, it remains alone; but if it dies, it produces  much grain. 25“He who loves his life 

will lose it, and he who hates his life in this world will keep it for eternal life. 26“If 

anyone serves Me, let him follow Me; and where I am, there My servant will be also. 

If anyone serves Me, him My Father will honor. 
27“Now My soul is troubled, and what shall I say? ‘Father, save Me from this 

hour’? But for this purpose I came to this hour. 28“Father, glorify Your name.” Then 

a voice came from heaven, saying, “I have both glorified it and will glorify it again.” 
29Therefore the people who stood by and heard it said that it had thundered. Others 

said, “An angel has spoken to Him.” 30Jesus answered and said, “This voice did not 

come because of Me, but for your sake. 31“Now is the judgment of this world; now 

the ruler of this world will be cast out. 32“And I, if I am lifted up from the earth, will 

draw all peoples to Myself.” 33This He said, signifying by what death He would die. 
34The people answered Him, “We have heard from the law that the Christ remains 

forever; and how can You say, ‘The Son of Man must be lifted up’? Who is this Son 

of Man?” 35Then Jesus said to them, “A little while longer the light is with you. Walk 

while you have the light, lest darkness overtake you; he who walks in darkness does 

not know where he is going. 36“While you have the light, believe in the light, that 

you may become sons of light.” These things Jesus spoke, and departed, and was 

hidden from them. 
37But although He had done so many signs before them, they did not believe in 

Him, 38that the word of Isaiah the prophet might be fulfilled, which he spoke:  

“Lord, who has believed our report?  

And to whom has the arm of the Lord been revealed?” 
39Therefore they could not believe, because Isaiah said again: 
40     “He has blinded their eyes and hardened their hearts,  

Lest they should see with their eyes,  

Lest they should understand with their hearts and turn,  

So that I should heal them.” 
41These things Isaiah said when he saw His glory and spoke of Him. 
42Nevertheless even among the rulers many believed in Him, but because of the 

Pharisees they did not confess Him, lest they should be put out of the synagogue; 
43for they loved the praise of men more than the praise of God.
