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#38 Art. IV “Justification” of the Apology of 

the Augsburg Confession. 

We shall now cite passages which clearly state, 

that by faith we are made pious and righteous—

not that our faith is a work so precious and pure, but solely because by 

faith, and by no other means, we receive the mercy offered.  

In the Epistle to the Romans, Paul treats particularly of the 

manner in which we are justified before God; and arrives at the 

conclusion, that all those who believe that God is merciful to them 

through Christ, are justified before God by faith, without merit. And 

this forcible conclusion, this proposition, in which is comprehended 

the main subject of the whole epistle, yea, of all the Scriptures, he 

lays down clearly and unequivocally in the third chapter to the 

Romans and the 28th verse, “Therefore we conclude that a man is 

justified by faith without the deeds of the law.”  

Our adversaries here contend, that Paul excluded only the Jewish 

ceremonies, not other virtuous works. Paul, however, does not speak 

of ceremonies only, but properly and assuredly of all other works, and 

of the whole law, or Ten Commandments. For in the 7th verse of the 

7th chapter he afterwards quotes the passage from the Decalogue, 

“Thou shalt not covet.”  (Henkel Translation, p. 174). 
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The Lord's Supper is being celebrated today.  

Please note that our practice of closed 

communion with those who are in fellowship 

with us—members of congregations of the 

ELDoNA—is not meant to offend, but is the historic practice of the 

Church. It is prompted by love, both for God's Word and for God's 

people.  It does not deny that members of other denominations may be 

Christians.  Rather, it bows the knee to the Bible's deep concern for 

doctrinal truth (Rom. 16:17) and the Bible's witness that doctrinal 

unity (Acts 2:42) is the central issue to the common reception of the 

Sacrament of the Altar.  Therefore, we ask GUESTS desiring to 

commune to speak with the pastor before the service so that he may 

know that you are a member of a congregation in fellowship with 

Trinity Lutheran Church.

O LORD JESUS CHRIST, Thou eternal Son of 

God, the Savior of the world, who, having finished 

the great work of redemption, didst triumphantly 

ascend into heaven and was seated on the right hand 

of the Father, being exalted above all angels and 

principalities, and above all power and might, and 

above everything that is named in this world and in 

that which is to come, we worship and glorify Thee 

that Thy cross and Passion was concluded in 

rejoicing and through death Thou didst enter into 

Thine eternal glory and hast opened again the gates 

of Paradise for the children of men. 

Blessed Lord, Thou hast achieved the victory; 

we are still in the moil and toil of conflict. We pray 

Thee, look with favor upon us, and think on us for 

good, who are yet pilgrims and strangers on earth. 

O Thou eternal High Priest, our only Mediator, 

who, having blotted out the handwriting of 

ordinances that was against us, dwells in the high 

and holy place, appear in the presence of God for 

us, and be our Advocate with the Father, that by 

Thy perfect merit and gracious intercession we may 

escape the righteous judgment of God and that His 

peace may abide with us forever. 

O Thou heavenly King, establish Thy dominion 

in our hearts. Send down Thy Holy Spirit to 

enlighten us with Thy grace, to guide us into all 

truth and to work all good in us, so that Thy spir-

itual body may be built up. As Thou hast opened 

heaven to us, so keep us, that we may not close it 

again by impenitence and sin. Draw us to Thee, and 

fill our hearts with holy desires, that on the wings of 

faith and ardent devotion we may continually 

ascend to Thee.   

Lord Jesus, all power is given unto Thee in 

heaven and in earth, Thou art able to save to the 

uttermost all who come unto God by Thee. Thou 

hast promised to be with Thy faithful people 

always, even unto the end of the world.  Comfort us 

with Thy presence, and let us all receive of Thy 

fullness, and grace for grace. Cause Thy blessing to 

rest upon our government, that peace may be 

maintained and justice impartially administered to 

the glory of Thy name. 

O Thou faithful Prophet, extend Thy Church, 

which Thou hast purchased with Thine own blood, 

and graciously keep us steadfast in Thy saving 

Word and the right use of the blessed Sacraments.  

Send forth faithful messengers of the Gospel, and 

clothe them with the armor of righteousness on the 

right hand and on the left, that all flesh may see Thy 

salvation.  Govern the hearts of parents and 

teachers, that they may bring to Thee the children 

entrusted to their care, and do Thou lead those who 

are in the morning of their years upon the way of 

life.  Awaken the unconverted, and raise the fallen, 

that they may no more cleave to the world, but lift 

up their eyes to the Land of Promise.  Have mercy 

upon all who are in affliction and distress, in 

sickness and temptation; hear their cry, and refresh 

them with Thy heavenly comfort.  Grant that with 

patience and hope we may fight the good fight and 

obtain the prize of eternal life.  And finally, when 

the hour of our departure is at hand, Lord Jesus, 

receive our spirit, and let us abide in Thy presence, 

where there is fullness of peace and joy and 

pleasures at Thy right hand forevermore.  Amen. 
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Isaiah 57:15 
15 For thus says the High and Lofty One Who inhabits eternity, whose name 

is Holy: “I dwell in the high and holy place, With him who has a contrite 

and humble spirit, To revive the spirit of the humble, And to revive the heart 

of the contrite ones. 

 

Acts 1:1-11 
1The former account I made, O Theophilus, of all that Jesus began both to do 

and teach, 2until the day in which He was taken up, after He through the Holy Spirit 

had given commandments to the apostles whom He had chosen, 3to whom He also 

presented Himself alive after His suffering by many infallible proofs, being seen by 

them during forty days and speaking of the things pertaining to the kingdom of God. 

4And being assembled together with them, He commanded them not to depart 

from Jerusalem, but to wait for the Promise of the Father, “which,” He said, “you 

have heard from Me; 5“for John truly baptized with water, but you shall be baptized 

with the Holy Spirit not many days from now.” 6Therefore, when they had come 

together, they asked Him, saying, “Lord, will You at this time restore the kingdom 

to Israel?” 7And He said to them, “It is not for you to know times or seasons which 

the Father has put in His own authority. 8“But you shall receive power when the 

Holy Spirit has come upon you; and you shall be witnesses to Me in Jerusalem, and 

in all Judea and Samaria, and to the end of the earth.” 

9Now when He had spoken these things, while they watched, He was taken up, 

and a cloud received Him out of their sight. 10And while they looked steadfastly 

toward heaven as He went up, behold, two men stood by them in white apparel, 

11who also said, “Men of Galilee, why do you stand gazing up into heaven? This 

same Jesus, who was taken up from you into heaven, will so come in like manner as 

you saw Him go into heaven.” 

 

St. Mark 16:14-20 
14Later He appeared to the eleven as they sat at the table; and He 

rebuked their unbelief and hardness of heart, because they did not believe 

those who had seen Him after He had risen. 15And He said to them, “Go 

into all the world and preach the gospel to every creature. 16“He who 

believes and is baptized will be saved; but he who does not believe will be 

condemned. 17“And these signs will follow those who believe: In My name 

they will cast out demons; they will speak with new tongues; 18“they will 

take up serpents; and if they drink anything deadly, it will by no means hurt 

them; they will lay hands on the sick, and they will recover.” 

19So then, after the Lord had spoken to them, He was received up into 

heaven, and sat down at the right hand of God. 20And they went out and 

preached everywhere, the Lord working with them and confirming the word 

through the accompanying signs. Amen.
